The applicant requests site plan waivers for curbs, sanitary sewers, street trees and street signs.

All others present in favor.  Motion passed.

The Planning Board would like to request a 15’ easement for future sidewalks.  Mr. Vetere states that this wasn’t part of the original subdivision notes.  Mike Calimano states that this is simply until we get sidewalk districts.  George Lithco states we have language for this and Dave Clouser will get it to the applicant.
A motion to request this 15’ standard Planning Board sidewalk easement was made by Mike Calimano.

PB 2010-14, Wilmorite/SUNY Park Point, 141 Route 32, Site Plan

A motion to open the public hearing is made by Lagusta Yearwood.
2nd by Tom Powers.
All others present in favor.  Motion passed.

Mike Calimano discusses the FEIS being the Planning Boards document, and they opted to open a second round of public hearings based on the following topics:

Section A:  Soils, Soil remediation actions, Pesticide impacts

Section E:  Ground water , Proposed water supply

Section K:  Community services, Fiscal impact analysis, PILOT

The Board will accept comments on these areas only.  He also states that this Board does not grant a PILOT, that is only done by the IDA, and they will have their own public hearings.

Mike Calimano discusses how he wants to run the public hearing.  Comments will be limited to 5 minutes per person.  Everyone should state their names.

Brian Cournoyer, Village resident and school board member, he is here as a resident, and wants to discuss his concerns over this project and its fiscal impact.
Andi Weiss-Bartcyzak, Town resident, wants to speak on her concerns over the project and its fiscal impact.

Joan Bender speaks on her concerns over costs to taxpayers and PCB spills in existing dorms on campus.

Irwin Sperber speaks on his concerns over the fiscal impacts to the neighboring apartment complexes, as well as the town.
David Porter speaks on his concerns over the applicant getting a PILOT.

Paul Brown, Town resident, speaks about his concerns with the negative impacts of this project, as well as whether or not there is conflict of interest concerning the Planning Board attorney, who has a Board member at his law firm who is a member of the SUNY Foundation.
Ben Miller, New Paltz resident, speaks on his concerns over how he feels that the buck stops with the Planning Board.  The Planning Board can approve the project with the condition that it not be granted a PILOT.

John Johnson, Town resident, speaks on his concerns over the negative fiscal impacts to this town, with regards to the number of units, and what they should be paying taxes on.
Kevin Maguire, Chief of New Paltz Fire Department, wants to comment in his capacity as Chief.  He has meet with the developer several times over the year.  They were very receptive to all of the Fire Departments needs and concerns.  

Rebecca Rotzler, Village resident and deputy Mayor, is here to speak as a taxpayer.  She has concerns over the granting of a PILOT.

Ariana Basco, New Paltz homeowner and Village Board member, she is here to speak on her concerns on the fiscal impacts of granting a PILOT.
Kitty Brown, Town Board member and Town resident, would like to amend her statement from last week with regards to the dormitory addendum by the UCIDA.
Mike Russo, Town resident, comments on his concerns over PILOT and tax abatements.

Ira Margolis speaks on his concerns over the IDA, and the town’s ability to implement impact/recreation fees.
Tammy Friedman, Town resident, speaks on her concerns over the amount of questions she has as these public hearings continue.

Dan Linder, Village resident and SUNY student, speaks about how the students are very busy right now, and that is why there is not a big showing of students here tonight.  He has many concerns over this project not being sustainable.

Mike Calimano states how since there is no one else who wants to comment, they will close the public hearing for the night.  He discusses how written comments will always be accepted for a determined period of time once the Board agrees to close the hearing.

George Lithco hands out information to the Board concerning public hearing reviews, in this way the Board can make a decision on whether or not to close the hearing.

Tim Rogers reads a statement with regards to his concerns with this project.  He would like to make a motion to ask the Planning Board attorney to look begin researching, using the SEQRA framework, a way for the Board to frame out a findings statement that eliminates the granting of a PILOT.  Peter Muller 2nds this motion.  Mike Calimano asks Tim Rogers to read it again, which he does.  There is continued discussion on this request.
Mike Calimano states that the Findings Statement is essence does the same thing.  At that time that one is developed, the Board will read it in, and approve.  He would like to include all of the other environmental information that the Board has worked on.  
There is continued conversation on how the Findings Statement does this.   There will be many conditions in the findings statement.
Motion  read again, and this time to included all environmental conditions.

All others present in favor.  Motion passed.

Mike Calimano would like to entertain a motion to close the public hearing, but leave open the window for written comments to continue to be received.  The Board needs to also review all of the transcripts from these hearings.  He would like to leave written comment open until the end of the year.  Lynn Bowdery feels that it needs to be longer.  Mike Calimano states how we can post the transcripts as we get them to the website. Tom Powers asks George Lithco how long it will take to draft the findings statement.  George Lithco thinks the draft can be ready by 1/13/14.
Lagusta Yearwood states how she is comfortable with this, even though students are busy, they have been present and they can submit written comments as well.
A motion to close the public hearing and continue to accept written comments until the close of business 1/6/14 is made by Mike Calimano.

2nd by Lagusta Yearwood.

All others present in favor.  Motion passed.
