APPLICATION REVIEWS:

ZBA 2013-04, J. Daum, 6 Morning Star Dr., Area Variance for IG pool in Side Yard

Ms. Daum comes before the Board to speak about her application for a variance to put an in-ground pool in her side yard. 

Linda Donovan goes over the five considerations for the granting of the area variance:
1.  Ms. Daum answers no, due to the fact that Photo-voltaic panels were installed in the rear.

2. Ms. Daum answers no, as this is the only request, and trees will be added to the side property lines.  If she placed the pool in a different location, more trees would need to come down.  The rear yard is also the secondary area for the septic.  She could possibly put it back there, but she would have no secondary area for septic.

3. Ms. Daum answers yes, as it 100% side yard variance request.

4. Ms. Daum answers no, due to the fact that there are no adverse effects, as it will not be visible from any nearby roads or property owners.

5. Ms. Daum answers yes, it was self created, because she needed to clear the property to install the solar system, but it truly was the best use of the property.

Ed Burke questions how we enforce the planting of the proposed evergreens.  Linda Donovan states that we would stipulate this in the variance.  There is continued discussion on the best types of trees to plant and that they should be mature.  Pat Schwartz states how that the tree planting is also beneficial to Ms. Daum, as it does block the view of the neighboring trampoline.  Bob Hughes discusses how he was out there and he felt it was the best location, as the rear area is close to the wetlands, and would be disruptive to the wildlife trails that are there.  Gail Christmann agrees that placing the pool in the rear yard would be more in view to the neighbors.  Pat Schwartz states how she also likes the proposed night-scape lighting, and it won’t be a nuisance to anyone.  Linda Donovan is also concerned about amplified music, and would like to make that part of the conditions of approval.  Joe Moriello reminds the Board that there are already Town Codes in place with regards to lighting and noise.  Joe Moriello discusses the wording on how to detail the plantings in the variance, and that this must be done prior to the issuance of a certificate of compliance for the pool.  The condition will read:  This variance is granted to place an in-ground pool with in the side yard, upon the condition that simultaneously with the completion of construction, and as a condition for the issuance of a Certificate of Compliance, the landowner shall install between the pool and the Southerly border of the applicant’s property, deer resistant evergreens in excess of 5’ in height to provide and adequately maintain an effective visual screen from potential neighboring views.

There is discussion on where the pump system will go.  It will be outside of the little pool house.

A motion to grant the variance, with the above stipulated condition as described by Joe Moriello, is made by Bob Hughes.
2nd by Ed Burke.

All others present in favor.  Motion passed.
