APPLICATION REVIEWS 
PB 2013-02, L. Vlamis, 238 Main St., Demolition Site Plan
Lyle Nolan states how they have received plans with the landscape details.  Dave Clouser states how the new plans do address what the Board had asked them.  He refers to Mike Calimano’s comments to stripe a pedestrian crosswalk to the picnic area.  There is continued conversation on parking and speeds with regards to this area.  Mr. Vlamis speaks to the board on his concerns with regards to this picnic area in the middle of a parking area.  Tom Powers asked Mr. Vlamis what he suggests.  He just wants to tear the building down and leave the parking as it is.  There are questions as to whether to curb around the entire site where the house used to sit.  Lagusta Yearwood tries to explain that they do not like to add excess parking. This is not currently parking, they don’t need more parking.  Mr. Vlamis and his daughter explain that they are fearful that this is a safety issue.  Mr. Vlamis feels the house is part of the parking lot.  He can’t rent the house.  The house has been hit by lightning, and it is falling apart, he wants to clean up this lot and remove the house.  Lyle Nolan questions why they then submitted a new plan that shows this greenspace.  Mr. Vlamis states that his engineer did that to make the Board happy.  He doesn’t feel it is the best plan.  George Lithco questions what his lease says with Burger King.  It would require amending Burger Kings site plan if he is adding more parking.  Lagusta Yearwood doesn’t want him to do something he doesn’t want to do, however he did submit these plans.  Peter Muller states that he is the one who submitted the plans.  Mr. Vlamis states how they are required to have 18% green space, and they already have 30%.  Why does he need more green space?  Tom Powers disagrees that the Board made him do this, the suggestions were made to his engineer, they were suggestions only.  This plan is what they re-submitted.  George Lithco suggests they work with this plan, and just eliminate the picnic tables.  Mr. Vlamis doesn’t understand why he is being required to have so much green space.
